Ordinance # 408, it is required to annually tag your pets over 6 months of age. A license year runs from January 

1 to December 31. Registration requires proof of current rabies vaccination. Fees for "neutered" tags are $5. 00 

and for "non-neutered" tags are $10.00. Pets found at large without a tag may be impounded and owners may be 

fined.
